PROJECT BACKGROUND:

The Programme “Sustainable Urban Development — Smart Cities II” (SUDSC II) aims at anchoring
resilient, sustainable approaches and solutions for urban development including infrastructure that
consider disaster risk management and the leave-no-one-behind concept, within the context of various
programmes and missions of the Government of India.

e Instituting Communities of Practice: This component will focus on constituting peer-to-peer
knowledge exchange platforms comprising representatives from public, private, scientific
communities and CSOs. Deliberations of such groups will result in the development of
knowledge products on risk-informed, integrated, resilient and sustainable urban development
with focus on gender and inclusion.

Summarily, under the partnership, NIUA will help to improve timely adoption/adaption of the strategies
espoused under the SUDSC-Il into the planning and governance frameworks of partner States (namely
Odisha, Tamil Nadu, Kerala, Karnataka, Telangana) and Cities and effectively nudge on-ground
implementation.
